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Insulation Resistance Profile (IRP)

A graph of resistance vs. time, which may be termed an Insulation Resistance Profile (IRP) or a Polarization Index Profile (PIP),
may provide useful information in addition to the standard Insulation Resistance (IR) and the Polarization Index (PI) values.
Additionally, the IRP provides useful information in higher Megohm ranges (i.e., >5000) that may otherwise have been over-
looked.
