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MCE Acceptance Testing

Multi-lead motors, 6 lead, 9 lead, 12 lead, etc., are often constructed to have the connections in series or parallel. This scenario
is common to 9 and 12 lead motors. When performing MCE Acceptance Testing, it is optimal to have the windings connected in
series in order to immediately see any possible discrepancies within the windings. Once the acceptance testing is completed, it
is recommended to get a solid baseline test with the motor connected exactly as it will be when put in service.

Remember the connections made should be securely bolted and free of contaminants.
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
